Supreme Court Position

» 1995 Vernonia School District 47) v. Acton - Supreme
Court held that although the tests were searches under
the Fourth Amendment, they were reasonable in light of
the schools' interest in preventing teenage drug use.
designed to reduce student’s use of illegal drugs

- student athletes were required to submit to random
drug testing before being allowed to participate in
sports.

- 10% of all athletes were selected at random for
testing.

» 2002 Supreme Court ruling broadened the scope of
testing to include all students who take part in after
school activities -teams, clubs, and other
organizations-in which participants compete against
students at other schools

Drug Testing: What is it?

» Is one component of a broader program
designed to reduce student’s use of illegal
drugs. Drug testing is not a standalone
response to the drug problem

» The purpose of drug testing is to keep
students from using drugs and to help
those who may be dependent. It is effective
way to reinforce anti-drug efforts.

» Drug testing helps young people cope with
pressure giving young people a convenient
reason to say "'no” to drugs.

» Addiction Among Adolescents - The vast majority of
people who suffer from addiction encountered the
beginnings of their illness as teenagers

» Early Onset Alcoholism - Although the path to
alcoholism usually takes time, it can begin in the early
teens, especially if an adolescent has certain risk
factors. Learn key warning signs and questions to ask
about drinking in the teen years

» A 15 year-old is 4 times more likely to develop an
addiction as an adult than an individual who abstains

until age 21.
